Lead me to the rock that is higher than I.” (Psalms 61:3 NASB). 
 
When we would travel to Colorado every summer, one of the fun 
things we would do as a family was to go out to some of the 
small hills around my Aunt and Uncle’s cabin near Colorado 
Springs and climb them to enjoy the beautiful vistas of God’s 
creation. Mind you, this was not mountain climbing. Not even 
close.  
 
I marvel at those mountain climbers that call themselves “free 
climbers.” Free climbing is when you climb without any of the 
usual climbing stuff like ropes and safety equipment. You climb 
using only your hands, feet and wits. (Though what kind of wit 
do you have even thinking about climbing this way!?)  

 
David, Ken Barnes writes,  

finds himself fainthearted and overwhelmed by the isolation and trials of his spiritual 
voyage. Like the Psalmist, our spiritual odyssey can be likened to our journey up a 
mountain with a rocky and uncertain terrain. With the length of the trek, and the 
unsure footing, we become fatigued. We reach up for one more rock above us, but our 
hands start to slip off the rock and we realize our strength is not sufficient to pull us 
up. One last time we call out, "help Lord," as we extend our hand. It seems as if an 
arm from heaven comes down from behind the rock and latches on to our forearm and 
our hand onto His, and He pulls us to the cleft of the rock. And one more time we 
realize that when our strength has failed, God's grace has prevailed. 

 
We want to walk through life with foreknowledge and foresight, don’t we? We like it when we 
can see ahead and even behind. We like it when the next step is assured, don’t we? 
Then we have Paul saying this, “For we walk by faith, not by sight.“ - 2 Corinthians 5:7 
(NKJV)  
 
Really, life is often like free climbing. But we always as believers in a loving and creating 
God know that, like with David, God is moving along beside us, pushing and leading us to a 
higher place.  
 
Barnes continues, 

As we go from one rocky crest to another, we discover that we get a clearer view of 
the glory of God. This motivates us onward. We still get weary from time to time. We 
ask the Lord, "how many rocks must I climb?" We answer our own question as we 
realize that it will be as many as it takes to get to the top. It will be at the mountaintop 
where we will fully experience the real Rock (the Lord Jesus) who is higher than I.

*Received is best faith estimate as several members paid full year pledge at the beginning of the year, which is included in the weekly 
amounts received.  Finance Committee is amortizing those funds over the full year so we have a better understanding of our real 
status (Actual UUMC amount received in Sep was $48,631).   

 

Finances through the first nine months of 2018 continue to improve over 2017.  Through the end of September, we had 
been able to pay all apportionments until September.  We are now less than one month behind on apportionments since 
the Pensions and Benefits amount was paid.  We continue to add to our building maintenance fund.  Slightly more than 
20 percent of our members continue to do online payments, which really helped during the summer when families were 
on vacation.  As we go into the Stewardship season when we determine how we will support Union UMC in 2019, 
continue to think about the way Union UMC meets the needs of the needy due to your financial support.  Thank you for 
your continued faithful giving in 2018.

¶ Loneliness is on the rise in the U.S., and no one is immune. 
Research published earlier this year found that people 18 to 22 
years old were more likely than any other U.S. population to be 
lonely. 

¶ More than a third of adults over 45 are lonely. 

¶ The over-45 lonely population has increased substantially— 
meaning about 5 million more adults, almost 48 million in 
total, can now be considered lonely. 

 
What Can Help? Those who reported large and diverse social 
groups; frequent contact with friends, neighbors and family 
members; involvement in community and religious 
groups; marriage; and regular sexual activitywere less likely to be 
lonely. (--- Time.com)
