There are so many forces in a world that seem to want to break us 
down and bring us to our knees. In the midst of that, we hear the 

voice of God calling out to us that whatever we face God is by our side. A theme that comes 
through repeatedly in the Old Testament.  
 
Then Jesus echoes it when he tells his disciples and us that he will be with us, even to the 
ends of this world. Often it is easy to vent and stew and complain about things, isn’t it?

The Psalmist reminds us that even despite ourselves, God's love is persistent—it's 
steadfast. When I am so caught up in my own sin-sick ways, God is on the ready to heal 
me and show me the life abundant that's been in front of my stubborn, complaining nose 
the whole time. 

 
St. Paul puts it this way in Romans 8:

  

 

No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us. 
 
For I am 

convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor 
the future, nor any powers, 

 
neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, 

will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 
 
Our illnesses, storms, and other troubles may have different names and contexts today, but if 
they result from ignoring or defying God, the need for God’s forgiveness and help still 
resonates in our hearts and souls. We cry out in our need, and God guides, frees, heals, calms 
the storm, and in a multitude of other ways blesses his people. Trouble does not have the final 
word. 
 
So, we give thanks to God for all he has done, and we name and bear witness to the ways 
we’ve been rescued from trouble. Give thanks to the Lord, for God is good and God’s love for 
you and for me is forever!

òLast night I dreamed I was baking breadéó   

    That’s how Bridge Bread started in 2011 and took root in one of our own 
United Methodist Churches in the Bi-State area, Centenary UMC in St. Louis.  
Fred Domke had the dream the night after he had just baked bread for the 
first time in his life.  Fred and his wife, Sharon, were monthly volunteers at 
The Bridge – a UM outreach organization working with homeless people 
located at Centenary UMC. 
     The day after he had the dream, Fred went to The Bridge and asked if 
anyone among their guests wanted to make bread.  Four people stood up 
and came into the kitchen with Fred, and Sharon taught them how to bake 
bread.  They baked and sold the products at Fred’s church starting that 
weekend. 
     That was the beginning.  Now Bridge Bread supplies dinner rolls on a 
weekly basis to the Chase Park Plaza Hotel.  They operate a booth at the 
weekly Farmers Market in Tower Grove Park. Another standing order:  150 
cinnamon rolls per week to St. Louis University.  Money was donated for 
them to buy and refurbish a truck, which is now a mobile bakeshop making 
deliveries to businesses, churches and “any organization with a parking lot.”  
Bridge Bread also has a permanent store at 2639 Cherokee St. in St. Louis. 
     Fred Domke said, ñGod asked me to help.  I want to make it easier for 
them not to be homeless.  We are here to lift them up.  Give them dignity, 
knowing they have earned every dollar.  These bakers can use their skills to 
bake their way out of poverty, enhance their self-worth, and enable them to 
help themselves.ò 
     Bridge Bread is a doorway to a more substantial future.  The trainees can 
stay as long as they want.  They open a bank account, pay taxes, pay child 
support, obtain an I.D., receive free dental care by Dr. Aaron Cregger, and 
live in housing from HomeFirst STL.  Equally important, the bakers learn 
about cooperation and trust, as well as how to return to living in mainstream 
society.

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The Ku Klux Klan Comes to Church

On Sunday night, November 12, 1922, a 
sacred concert to honor the armistice of 
World War I was in progress at the First 
Methodist Episcopal Church on East 
Washington Street.  At the pulpit, Pastor W. 
H. Whitlock was about to order the lights to 
be dimmed for the next part of the concert 
when a man at the back of the church 
motioned him to stop.   Immediately, a 
formation of seven members of the Ku Klux 
Klan attired in robes and hoods marched 
down the aisle in silence.  They presented 
him with an envelope containing a hundred-
dollar donation and a note.   

The Klansmen immediately marched out of 
the sanctuary, rejoining a crowd of perhaps 
200 people in front of the church.   They all 
returned to their automobiles, whose engines had been left running while the Klansmen were inside.   They dispersed 
instantly.  

First Methodist had just experienced the Klan’s full court press to both curry favor and to intimidate.  It was not alone. 
The Klan offered to make donations to organizations such as the Boy Scouts, the YWCA, and to other churches.  
Some rejected the money. 

Some congregants were dumbstruck by this visit.  “Why here?” they might ask.   The answer was in the note that 
came with the money.  The donation was “a token of esteem given by men who are with you in your fight for 
Christianity and the law and morals of the best country on earth.”   

These men were members of the second Ku Klux Klan that arose in 1915, succeeding the original Klan that had 
developed to repress Black Americans in the South.  This new Klan positioned itself as a reform organization 
promoting Christianity—Protestantism, really, for the Klan was anti-Catholic—and patriotism—100 percent 
Americanism.   

In the early 1920s this Klan had a national following.  A professed Klansman was elected governor of Indiana.  In 
Oregon the Klan successfully campaigned to defeat a sitting governor who had spoken ill of the Klan.   

Fortunately this second Klan would be a flash in the pan.  The moral sounding words masked violence, corruption, 
prejudice, and hypocrisy, which became more obvious with time.  The conviction of the Klan’s political boss in Indiana 
for the abuse and murder of a woman accelerated the Klan’s decline as a national movement.   

The Klan come to First Methodist because of the pastor.  Reverend Whitlock had spoken favorably about the shared 
objectives of the Klan the previous week.  “We are fighting,” he said, “against the conditions that spiritual wickedness 
has brought, spiritual conditions in high places.”  The dire circumstances of the present, he said, “prompts men of 
courage to rise in a national movement against evil but feel they must withhold their identity.”  Hence the hoods. 

What were the manifestations of evil that Whitlock believed the Klan could help defeat?  Most of all was the flagrant 
violation of Prohibition.  Other categories of lawlessness that needed attention included police corruption, political 
fixes, an epidemic of theft and murder, and white slavery—which we would characterize today as sex trafficking.   

Reverend Whitlock was not naive.  He offered a benediction as the Ku Klux Klan formation left the church.  “God Bless 
you for the good you have done and restrain you from evil.  Stand only against what is evil.”  He was aware that the 
appeal to religious motivation could lead to bad ends but was willing to take that risk.
